Focused on the theme of “Arts and Psyche: Expressive Arts Therapy and Depth Psychology
Healing”, there will be dozens of plenary presentations, reports, sub-topic seminars, Garden of
the Heart and Soul topic discussion, and three pre-conference workshops of “Analytical
Psychology”, “Sandplay”, and “Ethics in“The 12" National Conference of Analytical Psychology
and Sandplay Therapy”. Many domestic and international senior psychological analysts, famous
cultural scholars, artists and psyche practitioners will participate in this conference. Meanwhile,
there will be post-conference discussions and effect of the Dadiwan culture, Dunhuang and Maiji

Mountain, and Fuxi culture.

This is the 12™ time that “National Conference of Analytical Psychology and Sandplay
Therapy” has been held. Analytical psychology and sandplay therapy have been developed in
China for nearly 30 years. In 1993, Heyong Shen, as a senior visiting scholar, was exposed to
analytical psychology and sandplay therapy in the United States, and met the principals of
[IAAP/ISST; in 1994, Heyong Shen and Zexian Yan invited JAAP Chairman Thomas Kirsch and
Secretary General Murray Stein to visit China; in 1995, Heyong Shen and Lan Gao were invited
to Zurich, Switzerland to participate in the IAAP International Conference, visited C.G. Jung’s
home and Dora M. Kalff's home, and met Harriet Friedman and famous sandplay therapists such
as Rie Mitchell and Ruth Ammann, and also integrated and promoted the development of

analytical psychology and sandplay therapy in China, based on Chinese culture.

Among many popular psychological theories and methods in China, almost only Jungian
psychological analysis and the sandplay therapy created by his students Kalff are based on Chinese
culture. When we face sufferings,and the reasons behind symptoms, and explore
unconsciousness and depth psychological healing, the most important thing is our own
cultural foundation. Not only Jung and Kalff, but also IAAP and ISST have the deep passion for
Chinese culture. Several IAAP and ISST chairpersons have encouraged and praised the efforts
and contributions of the China Association of Analytical Psychology and Sandplay Therapy,
saying that these teams have made important contributions to the development of IAAP and

ISST in the world.

After more than 20 years, our team contributed the first Chinese paper on sandplay therapy
(Fan Hongxia, 1997) , the first Chinese monograph of Sandplay Therapy (Sheng Heyong
and Gao Lan, 2004) , and the first professional series Garden of the Heart and Soul: Sandplay
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Therapy Series (edited by Shen Heyong, 2004 ), the first Chinese professional journals Analytical
Psychology and Sandplay Therapy (edited by Shen Heyong and Gao Lan, founded in 2015)
and the first batch of psychological analysts with international qualifications (IAAP) and

sandplay therapists (ISST) , and formally formed China Association of Analytical Psychology
(CSAP) and China Society of Sandplay Therapy (CSST) .

At the same time, the institute, research center and academy of "Analytical Pscyhology and
Chinese culture" have been established in South China Normal University, Fudan University
and City University of Macao, training hundreds of doctors and masters with the research
direction of Analytical Psychology and Sandplay Therapy, as well as dozens of postdoctoral and
visiting scholars at home and abroad. Our team has also completed Chinese translation of many
important books such as Dianjinshi Analytical Psychology Translation Collection (China Social
Science Press,2003) |, Wenxinjiging: Analytical Psychology and Chinese Culture Series (Guangdong
Education 2004) , and many Chinese translation of important works such as Jung’s Collected
Works (9 volumes) and The Complete Works of Jung (20 volumes) ; in cooperation with
IAAP/ISST, we hosted eight consecutive “International Conferences of Analytical Psychology
and Chinese Culture” (1998-2018) . With Oriental Academy for Analytical Psychology

(beginning in 1998) that integrated analytical psychology and sandplay therapy, it initiated
and promoted “Garden of the Heart and Soul” public welfare project (beginning in 2007)
established more than 80 workstations in Sichuan earthquake zone, Yushu earthquake zone, and
orphanages nationwide, and “Morning-glory Psychology Service Program Platform”, aiming to

provide those in need with psychological services.

To develop an effective theory of Analytical Psychology and Sandplay Therapy including
methodology and techniques on the basis of Chinese culture is what we expect and pay effort
for. Analytical psychology and Psychology of the Heart can not only be used in clinical work with
individuals, acting as the basic healing affect; but can also help people with their psychological
development, promote their mental health, playing a role as psychological education;at the same
time, Analytical Psychology can also help people gain the feeling of Individuation and the sense
of harmony between man and nature at the level of selfknowledge and understanding of the

meaning of life.
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There are ancient calls from Fuxi culture and Dadiwan civilization in Lanzhou and Tianshui
of Gansu province. For example, the ancient saying of Qian Gua (force) in Book of Changes:
“Seeing the dragon star in the field, the world is civilized” is the inspiration for the theme of
this conference; “Arts and Psyche” just like the embodiment of the spirit of Bi Gua (adorning)
in Book of Changes. Richard Wilhelm gave a series of lectures on Chinese culture in Goethe’s
former residence, including using of Bi Gua to explain The Artistic Spirit of Book of Changes;
Bi Gua (adorning) reveals that there is big fire at the foot of the mountain, lightening self
and illuming the kindness in human virtue, spreading the benefit to all creation. Jung used Bi
Gua (adorning) to praise Confucius and Socrates for inheriting and carrying forward the

civilization of the world.

The same moon of Qin Dynasty also shines on the same fort of Han Dynasty, hardly any
made a return from thousand-league marching expedition; The location of The 12th National
Conference of Analytical Psychology and Sandplay Therapy~ Lanzhou, the Jincheng (golden city)
of Gansu, has its own mission and significance. Few clouds float in the autumn of Tianshui, and
wind blows from thousands of miles away; even though wind blows hard, we cannot see any trace
in Tianshui. Hope everyone will pay attention to and participate in “Arts and Psyche:
Expressive Arts Therapy and Depth Psychology Healing”; observing the astronomy to realize
the changes of time, emphasizing ethics to educate people of the country; we will meet each of
you in Lanzhou, our journey to the west starts from here, and behind the mountain are the

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The 8th Conference:

“Enlightenment and Individuation: East and West”
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The 8th International Conference on Analytical Psychology and Chinese Culture was held at
Chang’an University in Xi’an from March 31 to April 4, 2018. More than 800 experts and scholars from
all over the world attended the conference on the theme of “Enlightenment and Individuation: East and

West”.
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Opening Ceremony of the 8th International Conference on Analytical Psychology and Chinese Culture
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During the congress, 36 seminars were held, including “Seminar on Li Yu’s Thoughts”, the Second
“International Forum on Analytical Psychology in University”, “Traditional Chinese Medicine and
Analytical Psychology”. Abbot Ren Farong, head of the China Taoists Association held a special
symposium on “Taoism and Analytical Psychology” at Louguantai, who vividly introduced Laozi’s

demeanor, where the Self and enlightenment lie.
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The closing ceremony and summary discussion
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Altogether 800 participants attended the 8th International Conference
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As Luigi Zoja, the then President of IAAP said in his opening speech at the First International
Conference 20 years ago, “Jungian psychology has had a long and respectful relationship with China and
its culture, and I am sure that Professor Jung himself would been exceeding gratified to learn of the
existence of such a conference as yours.” John Beebe concluded in his closing speech at the end of the
First Conference, “You have successfully brought Jungian Psychology to China... This is a country fit for
Jungian Psychology”.

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Brief Introduction of Northwest Normal University

Northwest Normal University is a key university jointly built by the People's Government of
Gansu Province and the Ministry of Education. Its predecessor was the national Peiping Normal
University, which was found in 1902 as the Education Department of Imperial University of Peking,
it was changed to "National Beijing Higher Normal University" in 1912 and "national Peiping
Normal University" in 1923. After the July 7th incident in 1937, the National Peiping Normal
University, together with the National Peiping University and Peiyang University, which moved
westward at the same time, formed the Northwest United University. The National Peiping Normal
University was reconstituted as an education college under the Northwest United University, and
then converted into a normal university. In 1939, the normal college of Northwest United

University was established independently, renamed the National Northwest Normal College, and
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moved to Lanzhou in 1941. After the victory of the Anti-Japanese War, the National Northwest
Normal College continued to run schools in Lanzhou. Meanwhile, Peiping Normal University( now
Beijing Normal University ) was restored. Before 1958, the University was one of the six national
key normal universities directly under the Ministry of Education. In 1958, it was assigned to the
leadership of Gansu Province and renamed Gansu Normal University. In 1981, it was renamed
Northwest Normal College. It was named Northwest Normal University in 1988. In 2020, it was
listed as a provincial university supported by the people's Government of Gansu Province to enter
the ranks of construction of the national first-class universities.

The School of Psychology at Northwest Normal University (NWNU ) is located in Lanzhou,
the capital and largest city of Gansu Province in northwest China. Our school is dedicated to the
pursuit of excellence in the generation, application and dissemination of psychological science, and
the training of both undergraduate and graduate students. The School of Psychology of Northwest
Normal University has a long history and profound accumulation of disciplines. The establishment
of the Education Department of Imperial University of Peking became the beginning of Chinese
psychological education; In 1941, the National Northwest Normal College moved west to Lanzhou,
and many psychological courses  were set up as specialized courses in the Department of Education
of the normal Research Institute; In the autumn of 1951, the psychology research group was
established; In 1977, the Psychology Teaching and Research Office was established; In 1982, the
undergraduate specialty of psychology was established, and in 1986, the graduate students of
educational psychology were recruited; In 2000, the Department of psychology was established; In
2012, the School of psychology was established; Many older psychologists, such as Hu Guoyu, Wang
Wenxin, Zhang Zhongzi, Liu Wenxiu, He Yukun, Guo Shihao, Shen Qinghua and Zhao Mingjiu,
have taught in Northwest Normal University and have trained a large number of professionals for
the development of psychology in China, especially in Northwest China.

Taking a leading role in the region, we have the national first-grade applied psychology
construction discipline for undergraduate, a postdoctoral research center, and the first-grade for

psychology doctor and graduate students. We are the only one research and teaching institution in
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all northwest provinces that offer bachelor's, master's and doctoral degrees in psychology with a
postdoctoral research center. Qur program is ranked as provincial-level key discipline, equipped
with a key laboratory of behavioral and a mental health, and a provincial-level experimental teaching
demonstration center. Our research and teaching facilities include a near-infrared spectroscopy lab,
an eventrelated potential lab, an eye tracking lab, a biofeedback lab, sandplay lab, and a child
development interaction lab.

At present, the School of Psychology at NWNU has 42 full-time faculty members, among
whom are 11 professors, 13 associate professors, and 11 lectures, 35 with a doctoral degree, and 30
of them are younger than 45 (83.33% ) . There are 8 doctor supervisors, and 21 master supervisors
among them. Recent years, School of Psychology at NWNU has steadily developed and established
four major programs, ethnopsychology, educational psychology, cognitive psychology and clinical
psychology, and the researches have been funded by more than 20 nationallevel grants, received
more than 30 provincial research rewards, and produced more than 150 publications in journals
such as Developmental Science, Journal of Experimental Child Psychology, Journal of
Environmental Psychology, Memory & Cognition, Psychological Research, Consciousness and
Cognition, Cognition and Emotion, Acta Psychologica Sinica, Advances in Psychological Science,
Journal of Psychological Science, Psychological Development and Education, Studies of Psychology
and Behavior, Psychological Exploration, and Chinese Journal of Clinical Psychology. The School
of psychology of Northwest Normal University adhering to the concept of "rooting in the northwest,
contributing to the northwest and serving the northwest", closely revolves the needs of the
northwest region development, and shows the realistic responsibility and historical responsibility
of the psychology in the struggle against poverty, the construction of the Chinese national
community consciousness in the multi-ethnic area, the cultivation of high-quality psychology

professionals in the northwest and the work of social governance in the west.
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
